b. 15 feet from the beginning of the curb radius on the exit side
¢. 20 feet from light standards
d. 10 feet from fire hydrants and driveways
e. 5feetfrom house walks and utility meters
f. 3 foot parkway width
g. Planting area free of utility or sprinkler lines

3. Trees will be planted based on funding availability.
