SENATE BILL (SB 1383) ORGANIC WASTE REDUCTION AND FOOD DONATION

MANDATORY RECYCLING  
FOR SINGLE-FAMILY DUMPSTER/BIN CUSTOMERS

Everyone in unincorporated Los Angeles County must do their part to divert organic waste from landfills to reduce our impact on climate 
change and the environment. That is why the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors adopted an ordinance that requires all residents 
and businesses to subscribe to organic waste collection services.

SB 1383 establishes the following targets to 
reduce methane emissions:

75% 
reduction in 

statewide organic 
waste disposal by  

2025

and not less than 

20% 
recovery of edible 
food for human 

consumption

as green waste.
